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FRONT AIR SPRING REMOVAL

1. Set the steering to straight ahead.
2. Raise the vehicle.
3. Remove the front wheel(s).
4. Remove the brake hose from the retention bracket on the strut. (Figure 1)

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5. Disconnect the sway bar link by removing the nut that secures the ball joint to the strut. (Figure 2)
